Most of us have never lived in a palace. Most
of us have never met a king. And in this
modern age of democracy and dictators the
idea of a benevolent king who lovingly looks
out over his kingdom is a distant memory of
fairy tales in a land far, far away.

So, when we think of Jesus- our soon and
coming King- we are at a terrible
disadvantage. Especially those of us who are
most connected to a democratic kind of
government structure. We ask the question
ad nauseam of who has the right to rule over
us. And every 4 years or so in our ultimate
display of wisdom we decide who will be our
next elected leader. And we decide it 51% to
49%. Where the losers plot the next 4 years
about how to overthrow the rule of the
president.

Wisdom about money seems to be
everywhere or at so it would seem. Financial
Advisors on every corner desirous of helping
you understand how to best manage your
money. Now don’t get us wrong we think
there is wisdom in getting wise counsel from
seasoned professionals. But, to understand
what the Lord thinks about money is even
better.

This simple study is a collection of verses from
the Bible (NIV Version) in the Gospels. We
have identified verses that talk about money
or use money as an object lesson or could be
applied to money. We have identified a lot of
verses, but you may find a few more that we
missed.

Jesus speaks about so many topics but as you
will discover He reserves a special place to
talk about money and possessions. But most
importantly He uncovers what is lurking
under the surface of our hearts. And
challenges us to serve God rather than
money. He knew then, like we are
discovering now, that how a man manages his
heart related to money will determine much
about him. In fact, Jesus says that we must
choose between God and money. We cannot
serve both.

Listen to what Jesus says in Matthew 6:24

©® Matthew 6: 24 “No one can serve
two masters. Either he will hate the one
and love the other, or he will be devoted
to the one and despise the other. You
cannot serve both God and Money.

___ Matthew 2: 7 Then Herod called the
Magi secretly and found out from them the
exact time the star had appeared. 8 He sent
them to Bethlehem and said, “Go and make a
careful search for the child. As soon as you
find him, report to me, so that | too may go
and worship him.” 9 After they had heard the
king, they went on their way, and the star
they had seen in the east went ahead of them
until it stopped over the place where the child
was.

Matthew 5: 23 “Therefore, if you are offering
your gift at the altar and there remember that
your brother has something against you, 24
leave your gift there in front of the altar. First
go and be reconciled to your brother; then
come and offer your gift. 25 “Settle matters
quickly with your adversary who is taking you
to court. Do it while you are still with him on
the way, or he may hand you over to the
judge, and the judge may hand you over to
the officer, and you may be thrown into
prison. 26 | tell you the truth, you will not get
out until you have paid the last penny.

‘acts of righteousness’ before men, to be seen
by them. If you do, you will have no reward
from your Father in heaven. 2 “So when you
give to the needy, do not announce it with
trumpets, as the hypocrites do in the
synagogues and on the streets, to be honored
by men. | tell you the truth, they have
received their reward in full. 3 But when you
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give to the needy, do not let your left hand
know what your right hand is doing, 4 so that
your giving may be in secret. Then your
Father, who sees what is done in secret, will
reward you.

______ Matthew 6: 9 “This, then, is how you
should pray: “ ‘Our Father in heaven,
hallowed be your name, 10 your kingdom
come, your will be done on earth as it is in
heaven. 11 Give us today our daily bread. 12
Forgive us our debts, as we also have forgiven
our debtors. 13 And lead us not into
temptation, but deliver us from the evil one.’

______ Matthew 6: 19 “Do not store up for
yourselves treasures on earth, where moth
and rust destroy, and where thieves break in
and steal. 20 But store up for yourselves
treasures in heaven, where moth and rust do
not destroy, and where thieves do not break
in and steal. 21 For where your treasure is,
there your heart will be also.

_____ Matthew 6: 24 “No one can serve two
masters. Either he will hate the one and love
the other, or he will be devoted to the one
and despise the other. You cannot serve both
God and Money.

_____ Matthew 6: 25 “Therefore | tell you, do
not worry about your life, what you will eat or
drink; or about your body, what you will wear.
Is not life more important than food, and the

body more important than clothes? 26 Look
at the birds of the air; they do not sow or reap
or store away in barns, and yet your heavenly
Father feeds them. Are you not much more
valuable than they? 27 Who of you by
worrying can add a single hour to his life? 28
“And why do you worry about clothes? See
how the lilies of the field grow. They do not
labor or spin. 29 Yet | tell you that not even
Solomon in all his splendor was dressed like
one of these. 30 If that is how God clothes the
grass of the field, which is here today and
tomorrow is thrown into the fire, will he not
much more clothe you, O you of little faith?
31 So do not worry, saying, ‘What shall we
eat?’ or ‘What shall we drink?’ or “What shall
we wear?’ 32 For the pagans run after all
these things, and your heavenly Father knows
that you need them.

8 For everyone
who asks receives; he who seeks finds; and to
him who knocks, the door will be opened. 9
“Which of you, if his son asks for bread, will
give him a stone? 10 Or if he asks for a fish,
will give him a snake? 11 If you, then, though
you are evil, know how to give good gifts to
your children, how much more will your
Father in heaven give good gifts to those who
ask him! 12 So in everything, do to others
what you would have them do to you, for this
sums up the Law and the Prophets.
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Matthew 7: 24 “Therefore everyone
who hears these words of mine and puts
them into practice is like a wise man who
built his house on the rock. 25 The rain came
down, the streams rose, and the winds blew
and beat against that house; yet it did not fall,
because it had its foundation on the rock. 26

The rain came down, the streams rose, and
the winds blew and beat against that house,
and it fell with a great crash.”

_____ Matthew 8: 19 Then a teacher of the
law came to him and said, “Teacher, | will
follow you wherever you go.” 20 Jesus
replied, “Foxes have holes and birds of the air
have nests, but the Son of Man has no place
to lay his head.”

____ Matthew 10: 5 These twelve Jesus sent
out with the following instructions: “Do not
go among the Gentiles or enter any town of
the Samaritans. 6 Go rather to the lost sheep
of Israel. 7 As you go, preach this message:
‘The kingdom of heaven is near.” 8 Heal the
sick, raise the dead, cleanse those who have
leprosy, drive out demons. Freely you have
received, freely give. 9 Do not take along any
gold or silver or copper in your belts; 10 take
no bag for the journey, or extra tunic, or
sandals or a staff; for the worker is worth his
keep. 11 “Whatever town or village you
enter, search for some worthy person there

and stay at his house until you leave. 12 As
you enter the home, give it your greeting. 13
If the home is deserving, let your peace rest
on it; if it is not, let your peace return to you.
14 If anyone will not welcome you or listen to
your words, shake the dust off your feet when
you leave that home or town. 15 | tell you the
truth, it will be more bearable for Sodom and
Gomorrah on the day of judgment than for
that town. 16 | am sending you out like sheep
among wolves. Therefore be as shrewd as
snakes and as innocent as doves.

____ Matthew 10: 40 “He who receives you
receives me, and he who receives me receives
the one who sent me. 41 Anyone who
receives a prophet because he is a prophet
will receive a prophet’s reward, and anyone
who receives a righteous man because he is a
righteous man will receive a righteous man’s
reward. 42 And if anyone gives even a cup of
cold water to one of these little ones because
he is my disciple, | tell you the truth, he will
certainly not lose his reward.”

___ Matthew 11: 4 Jesus replied, “Go back
and report to John what you hear and see: 5
The blind receive sight, the lame walk, those
who have leprosy are cured, the deaf hear,
the dead are raised, and the good news is
preached to the poor. 6 Blessed is the man
who does not fall away on account of me.”
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______ Matthew 11: 28 “Come to me, all you
who are weary and burdened, and | will give
you rest. 29 Take my yoke upon you and learn
from me, for | am gentle and humble in heart,
and you will find rest for your souls. 30 For my
yoke is easy and my burden is light.”

____ Matthew 13: 3 Then he told them many
things in parables, saying: “A farmer went out
to sow his seed. 4 As he was scattering the
seed, some fell along the path, and the birds
came and ate it up. 5 Some fell on rocky
places, where it did not have much soil. It
sprang up quickly, because the soil was
shallow. 6 But when the sun came up, the
plants were scorched, and they withered
because they had no root. 7 Other seed fell
among thorns, which grew up and choked the
plants. 8 Still other seed fell on good soil,
where it produced a crop—a hundred, sixty or
thirty times what was sown. 9 He who has
ears, let him hear.”

____ Matthew 13: 18 “Listen then to what
the parable of the sower means: 19 When
anyone hears the message about the kingdom
and does not understand it, the evil one
comes and snatches away what was sown in
his heart. This is the seed sown along the
path. 20 The one who received the seed that
fell on rocky places is the man who hears the
word and at once receives it with joy. 21 But
since he has no root, he lasts only a short
time. When trouble or persecution comes
because of the word, he quickly falls away. 22
The one who received the seed that fell
among the thorns is the man who hears the

word, but the worries of this life and the
deceitfulness of wealth choke it, making it
unfruitful. 23 But the one who received the
seed that fell on good soil is the man who
hears the word and understands it. He
produces a crop, yielding a hundred, sixty or
thirty times what was sown.”

____ Matthew 13: 44 “The kingdom of
heaven is like treasure hidden in a field. When
a man found it, he hid it again, and then in his
joy went and sold all he had and bought that
field.

___ Matthew 13: 45 “Again, the kingdom of
heaven is like a merchant looking for fine
pearls. 46 When he found one of great value,
he went away and sold everything he had and
bought it.

____ Matthew 15: 3 Jesus replied, “And why
do you break the command of God for the
sake of your tradition? 4 For God said, ‘Honor
your father and mother’ and ‘Anyone who
curses his father or mother must be put to
death.’ 5 But you say that if a man says to his
father or mother, ‘Whatever help you might
otherwise have received from me is a gift
devoted to God,’ 6 he is not to ‘honor his
father’ with it. Thus you nullify the word of
God for the sake of your tradition. 7 You
hypocrites! Isaiah was right when he
prophesied about you: 8 “ ‘These people
honor me with their lips, but their hearts are
far from me. 9 They worship me in vain; their
teachings are but rules taught by men.”
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_____ Matthew 15: 32 Jesus called his
disciples to him and said, “I have compassion
for these people; they have already been with
me three days and have nothing to eat. | do
not want to send them away hungry, or they
may collapse on the way.” 33 His disciples
answered, “Where could we get enough
bread in this remote place to feed such a
crowd?” 34 “How many loaves do you have?”
Jesus asked. “Seven,” they replied, “and a few
small fish.” 35 He told the crowd to sit down
on the ground. 36 Then he took the seven
loaves and the fish, and when he had given
thanks, he broke them and gave them to the
disciples, and they in turn to the people. 37
They all ate and were satisfied. Afterward the
disciples picked up seven basketfuls of broken
pieces that were left over. 38 The number of
those who ate was four thousand, besides
women and children. 39 After Jesus had sent
the crowd away, he got into the boat and
went to the vicinity of Magadan.

______Matthew 16: 24 Then Jesus said to his
disciples, “If anyone would come after me, he
must deny himself and take up his cross and
follow me. 25 For whoever wants to save his
life will lose it, but whoever loses his life for
me will find it. 26 What good will it be for a
man if he gains the whole world, yet forfeits
his soul? Or what can a man give in exchange
for his soul? 27 For the Son of Man is going to
come in his Father’s glory with his angels, and
then he will reward each person according to
what he has done. 28 | tell you the truth,
some who are standing here will not taste

death before they see the Son of Man coming
in his kingdom.”

_____ Matthew 17: 24 After Jesus and his
disciples arrived in Capernaum, the collectors
of the two-drachma tax came to Peter and
asked, “Doesn’t your teacher pay the temple
tax?” 25 “Yes, he does,” he replied. When
Peter came into the house, Jesus was the first
to speak. “What do you think, Simon?” he
asked. “From whom do the kings of the earth
collect duty and taxes—from their own sons
or from others?” 26 “From others,” Peter
answered. “Then the sons are exempt,” Jesus
said to him. 27 “But so that we may not
offend them, go to the lake and throw out
your line. Take the first fish you catch; open
its mouth and you will find a four-drachma
coin. Take it and give it to them for my tax
and yours.”

Matthew 18: 23 “Therefore, the kingdom of
heaven is like a king who wanted to settle
accounts with his servants. 24 As he began
the settlement, a man who owed him ten
thousand talents was brought to him. 25
Since he was not able to pay, the master
ordered that he and his wife and his children
and all that he had be sold to repay the debt.
26 “The servant fell on his knees before him.
‘Be patient with me,” he begged, ‘and | will
pay back everything.” 27 The servant’s master
took pity on him, canceled the debt and let
him go. 28 “But when that servant went out,
he found one of his fellow servants who owed
him a hundred denarii. He grabbed him and
began to choke him. ‘Pay back what you owe
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me!” he demanded. 29 “His fellow servant fell
to his knees and begged him, ‘Be patient with
me, and | will pay you back.” 30 “But he
refused. Instead, he went off and had the
man thrown into prison until he could pay the
debt. 31 When the other servants saw what
had happened, they were greatly distressed
and went and told their master everything
that had happened. 32 “Then the master
called the servant in. ‘You wicked servant,” he
said, ‘I canceled all that debt of yours because
you begged me to. 33 Shouldn’t you have had
mercy on your fellow servant just as | had on
you?’ 34 In anger his master turned him over
to the jailers to be tortured, until he should
pay back all he owed. 35 “This is how my
heavenly Father will treat each of you unless
you forgive your brother from your heart.”

______Matthew 19: 16 Now a man came up to
Jesus and asked, “Teacher, what good thing
must | do to get eternal life?” 17 “Why do you
ask me about what is good?” Jesus replied.
“There is only One who is good. If you want to
enter life, obey the commandments.” 18
“Which ones?” the man inquired. Jesus
replied, “ ‘Do not murder, do not commit
adultery, do not steal, do not give false
testimony, 19 honor your father and mother,’
and ‘love your neighbor as yourself.”” 20 “All
these | have kept,” the young man said.
“What do I still lack?” 21 Jesus answered, “If
you want to be perfect, go, sell your
possessions and give to the poor, and you will
have treasure in heaven. Then come, follow
me.” 22 When the young man heard this, he
went away sad, because he had great wealth.

23 Then Jesus said to his disciples, “I tell you
the truth, it is hard for a rich man to enter the
kingdom of heaven. 24 Again | tell you, it is
easier for a camel to go through the eye of a
needle than for a rich man to enter the
kingdom of God.” 25 When the disciples
heard this, they were greatly astonished and
asked, “Who then can be saved?” 26 Jesus
looked at them and said, “With man this is
impossible, but with God all things are
possible.”

_____ Matthew 20:1 “For the kingdom of
heaven is like a landowner who went out
early in the morning to hire men to work in
his vineyard. 2 He agreed to pay them a
denarius for the day and sent them into his
vineyard. 3 “About the third hour he went out
and saw others standing in the marketplace
doing nothing. 4 He told them, ‘You also go
and work in my vineyard, and | will pay you
whatever is right.” 5 So they went. “He went
out again about the sixth hour and the ninth
hour and did the same thing. 6 About the
eleventh hour he went out and found still
others standing around. He asked them, ‘Why
have you been standing here all day long
doing nothing?’ 7 “ ‘Because no one has hired
us,” they answered. “He said to them, ‘You
also go and work in my vineyard.” 8 “When
evening came, the owner of the vineyard said
to his foreman, ‘Call the workers and pay
them their wages, beginning with the last
ones hired and going on to the first.” 9 “The
workers who were hired about the eleventh
hour came and each received a denarius. 10
So when those came who were hired first,
they expected to receive more. But each one
of them also received a denarius. 11 When
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they received it, they began to grumble
against the landowner. 12 ‘These men who
were hired last worked only one hour,’ they
said, ‘and you have made them equal to us
who have borne the burden of the work and
the heat of the day.” 13 “But he answered one
of them, ‘Friend, | am not being unfair to you.
Didn’t you agree to work for a denarius? 14
Take your pay and go. | want to give the man
who was hired last the same as | gave you. 15
Don’t | have the right to do what | want with
my own money? Or are you envious because |
am generous?’ 16 “So the last will be first,
and the first will be last.”

__ Matthew 21: 12 Jesus entered the
temple area and drove out all who were
buying and selling there. He overturned the
tables of the money changers and the
benches of those selling doves. 13 “Itis
written,” he said to them, “ ‘My house will be
called a house of prayer,’ but you are making
it a ‘den of robbers.””

_____ Matthew 22: 15 Then the Pharisees
went out and laid plans to trap him in his
words. 16 They sent their disciples to him
along with the Herodians. “Teacher,” they
said, “we know you are a man of integrity and
that you teach the way of God in accordance
with the truth. You aren’t swayed by men,
because you pay no attention to who they
are. 17 Tell us then, what is your opinion? Is it
right to pay taxes to Caesar or not?” 18 But
Jesus, knowing their evil intent, said, “You
hypocrites, why are you trying to trap me? 19
Show me the coin used for paying the tax.”

They brought him a denarius, 20 and he asked
them, “Whose portrait is this? And whose
inscription?” 21 “Caesar’s,” they replied. Then
he said to them, “Give to Caesar what is
Caesar’s, and to God what is God’s.” 22 When
they heard this, they were amazed. So they
left him and went away.

______ Matthew 23: 23 “Woe to you, teachers
of the law and Pharisees, you hypocrites! You
give a tenth of your spices—mint, dill and
cummin. But you have neglected the more
important matters of the law—justice, mercy
and faithfulness. You should have practiced
the latter, without neglecting the former. 24
You blind guides! You strain out a gnat but
swallow a camel. 25 “Woe to you, teachers of
the law and Pharisees, you hypocrites! You
clean the outside of the cup and dish, but
inside they are full of greed and self-
indulgence. 26 Blind Pharisee! First clean the
inside of the cup and dish, and then the
outside also will be clean.

____ Matthew 25: 14 “Again, it will be like a
man going on a journey, who called his
servants and entrusted his property to them.
15 To one he gave five talents of money, to
another two talents, and to another one
talent, each according to his ability. Then he
went on his journey. 16 The man who had
received the five talents went at once and put
his money to work and gained five more. 17
So also, the one with the two talents gained
two more. 18 But the man who had received
the one talent went off, dug a hole in the
ground and hid his master’s money.
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19 “After a long time the master of those
servants returned and settled accounts with
them. 20 The man who had received the five
talents brought the other five. ‘Master,” he
said, ‘you entrusted me with five talents. See,
| have gained five more.” 21 “His master
replied, ‘Well done, good and faithful servant!
You have been faithful with a few things; | will
put you in charge of many things. Come and
share your master’s happiness!’ 22 “The man
with the two talents also came. ‘Master,” he
said, ‘you entrusted me with two talents; see,
| have gained two more.” 23 “His master
replied, ‘Well done, good and faithful servant!
You have been faithful with a few things; | will
put you in charge of many things. Come and
share your master’s happiness!’ 24 “Then the
man who had received the one talent came.
‘Master,” he said, ‘I knew that you are a hard
man, harvesting where you have not sown
and gathering where you have not scattered
seed. 25 So | was afraid and went out and hid
your talent in the ground. See, here is what
belongs to you.’ 26 “His master replied, ‘You
wicked, lazy servant! So you knew that |
harvest where | have not sown and gather
where | have not scattered seed? 27 Well
then, you should have put my money on
deposit with the bankers, so that when |
returned | would have received it back with
interest. 28 “ ‘Take the talent from him and
give it to the one who has the ten talents. 29
For everyone who has will be given more, and
he will have an abundance. Whoever does not
have, even what he has will be taken from
him. 30 And throw that worthless servant
outside, into the darkness, where there will
be weeping and gnashing of teeth.

______ Matthew 25: 31 “When the Son of Man
comes in his glory, and all the angels with
him, he will sit on his throne in heavenly
glory. 32 All the nations will be gathered
before him, and he will separate the people
one from another as a shepherd separates
the sheep from the goats. 33 He will put the
sheep on his right and the goats on his left. 34
“Then the King will say to those on his right,
‘Come, you who are blessed by my Father;
take your inheritance, the kingdom prepared
for you since the creation of the world. 35 For
| was hungry and you gave me something to
eat, | was thirsty and you gave me something
to drink, | was a stranger and you invited me
in, 36 | needed clothes and you clothed me, |
was sick and you looked after me, | was in
prison and you came to visit me.” 37 “Then
the righteous will answer him, ‘Lord, when
did we see you hungry and feed you, or
thirsty and give you something to drink? 38
When did we see you a stranger and invite
you in, or needing clothes and clothe you? 39
When did we see you sick or in prison and go
to visit you?’ 40 “The King will reply, ‘I tell you
the truth, whatever you did for one of the
least of these brothers of mine, you did for
me.” 41 “Then he will say to those on his left,
‘Depart from me, you who are cursed, into
the eternal fire prepared for the devil and his
angels. 42 For | was hungry and you gave me
nothing to eat, | was thirsty and you gave me
nothing to drink, 43 | was a stranger and you
did not invite me in, | needed clothes and you
did not clothe me, | was sick and in prison and
you did not look after me.” 44 “They also will
answer, ‘Lord, when did we see you hungry or
thirsty or a stranger or needing clothes or sick
or in prison, and did not help you?’ 45 “He
will reply, ‘I tell you the truth, whatever you
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did not do for one of the least of these, you
did not do for me.” 46 “Then they will go away
to eternal punishment, but the righteous to
eternal life.”

___ Matthew 26: 6 While Jesus was in
Bethany in the home of a man known as
Simon the Leper, 7 a woman came to him
with an alabaster jar of very expensive
perfume, which she poured on his head as he
was reclining at the table. 8 When the
disciples saw this, they were indignant. “Why
this waste?” they asked. 9 “This perfume
could have been sold at a high price and the
money given to the poor.” 10 Aware of this,
Jesus said to them, “Why are you bothering
this woman? She has done a beautiful thing
to me. 11 The poor you will always have with
you, but you will not always have me. 12
When she poured this perfume on my body,
she did it to prepare me for burial. 13 | tell
you the truth, wherever this gospel is
preached throughout the world, what she has
done will also be told, in memory of her.”

______ Matthew 26: 14 Then one of the
Twelve—the one called Judas Iscariot—went
to the chief priests 15 and asked, “What are
you willing to give me if | hand him over to
you?” So they counted out for him thirty
silver coins. 16 From then on Judas watched
for an opportunity to hand him over.

Matthew 27: 3 When Judas, who had
betrayed him, saw that Jesus was
condemned, he was seized with remorse and

returned the thirty silver coins to the chief
priests and the elders. 4 “I have sinned,” he
said, “for | have betrayed innocent blood.”
“What is that to us?” they replied. “That’s
your responsibility.” 5 So Judas threw the
money into the temple and left. Then he went
away and hanged himself. 6 The chief priests
picked up the coins and said, “It is against the
law to put this into the treasury, since it is
blood money.” 7 So they decided to use the
money to buy the potter’s field as a burial
place for foreigners. 8 That is why it has been
called the Field of Blood to this day. 9 Then
what was spoken by Jeremiah the prophet
was fulfilled: “They took the thirty silver coins,
the price set on him by the people of Israel,
10 and they used them to buy the potter’s
field, as the Lord commanded me.”

__ Matthew 28: 11 While the women were
on their way, some of the guards went into
the city and reported to the chief priests
everything that had happened. 12 When the
chief priests had met with the elders and
devised a plan, they gave the soldiers a large
sum of money, 13 telling them, “You are to
say, ‘His disciples came during the night and
stole him away while we were asleep.” 14 If
this report gets to the governor, we will
satisfy him and keep you out of trouble.” 15
So the soldiers took the money and did as
they were instructed. And this story has been
widely circulated among the Jews to this very
day.

32 So too, a Levite, when he
came to the place and saw him, passed by on
the other side. 33 But a Samaritan, as he
traveled, came where the man was; and when
he saw him, he took pity on him. 34 He went
to him and bandaged his wounds, pouring on
oil and wine. Then he put the man on his own
donkey, took him to an inn and took care of
him. 35 The next day he took out two silver
coins and gave them to the innkeeper. ‘Look
after him,” he said, ‘and when | return, | will
reimburse you for any extra expense you may
have.’ 36 “Which of these three do you think
was a neighbor to the man who fell into the
hands of robbers?” 37 The expert in the law
replied, “The one who had mercy on him.”
Jesus told him, “Go and do likewise.”

___ Luke 11:1 One day Jesus was praying in
a certain place. When he finished, one of his
disciples said to him, “Lord, teach us to pray,
just as John taught his disciples.” 2 He said to
them, “When you pray, say: “ ‘Father,
hallowed be your name, your kingdom come.
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3 Give us each day our daily bread. 4 Forgive
us our sins, for we also forgive everyone who
sins against us. And lead us not into

temptation.

_ lLuke 11:9 “So | say to you: Ask and it
will be given to you; seek and you will find;
knock and the door will be opened to you. 10
For everyone who asks receives; he who
seeks finds; and to him who knocks, the door
will be opened. 11 “Which of you fathers, if
your son asks for a fish, will give him a snake
instead? 12 Or if he asks for an egg, will give
him a scorpion? 13 If you then, though you
are evil, know how to give good gifts to your
children, how much more will your Father in
heaven give the Holy Spirit to those who ask
him!”

_ lLuke 11: 42 “Woe to you Pharisees,
because you give God a tenth of your mint,
rue and all other kinds of garden herbs, but
you neglect justice and the love of God. You
should have practiced the latter without
leaving the former undone. (Question: Should
a New Testament Believer Tithe?)

_ lLuke 12: 13 Someone in the crowd said
to him, “Teacher, tell my brother to divide the
inheritance with me.” 14 Jesus replied, “Man,
who appointed me a judge or an arbiter
between you?” 15 Then he said to them,
“Watch out! Be on your guard against all
kinds of greed; a man’s life does not consist in
the abundance of his possessions.” 16 And he

told them this parable: “The ground of a
certain rich man produced a good crop. 17 He
thought to himself, ‘What shall | do? | have no
place to store my crops.” 18 “Then he said,
‘This is what I'll do. | will tear down my barns
and build bigger ones, and there | will store all
my grain and my goods. 19 And I'll say to
myself, “You have plenty of good things laid
up for many years. Take life easy; eat, drink
and be merry.” ’ 20 “But God said to him, ‘You
fool! This very night your life will be
demanded from you. Then who will get what
you have prepared for yourself?’ 21 “This is
how it will be with anyone who stores up
things for himself but is not rich toward God.”

__ Luke 12: 22 Then Jesus said to his
disciples: “Therefore | tell you, do not worry
about your life, what you will eat; or about
your body, what you will wear. 23 Life is more
than food, and the body more than clothes.
24 Consider the ravens: They do not sow or
reap, they have no storeroom or barn; yet
God feeds them. And how much more
valuable you are than birds! 25 Who of you by
worrying can add a single hour to his life? 26
Since you cannot do this very little thing, why
do you worry about the rest? 27 “Consider
how the lilies grow. They do not labor or spin.
Yet | tell you, not even Solomon in all his
splendor was dressed like one of these. 28 If
that is how God clothes the grass of the field,
which is here today, and tomorrow is thrown
into the fire, how much more will he clothe
you, O you of little faith! 29 And do not set
your heart on what you will eat or drink; do
not worry about it. 30 For the pagan world
runs after all such things, and your Father
knows that you need them. 31 But seek his
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kingdom, and these things will be given to you
as well. 32 “Do not be afraid, little flock, for
your Father has been pleased to give you the
kingdom. 33 Sell your possessions and give to
the poor. Provide purses for yourselves that
will not wear out, a treasure in heaven that
will not be exhausted, where no thief comes
near and no moth destroys. 34 For where
your treasure is, there your heart will be also.

__ Luke 12: 41 Peter asked, “Lord, are you
telling this parable to us, or to everyone?” 42
The Lord answered, “Who then is the faithful
and wise manager, whom the master puts in
charge of his servants to give them their food
allowance at the proper time? 43 It will be
good for that servant whom the master finds
doing so when he returns. 44 | tell you the
truth, he will put him in charge of all his
possessions. 45 But suppose the servant says
to himself, ‘My master is taking a long time in
coming,” and he then begins to beat the
menservants and maidservants and to eat and
drink and get drunk. 46 The master of that
servant will come on a day when he does not
expect him and at an hour he is not aware of.
He will cut him to pieces and assign him a
place with the unbelievers. 47 “That servant
who knows his master’s will and does not get
ready or does not do what his master wants
will be beaten with many blows. 48 But the
one who does not know and does things
deserving punishment will be beaten with few
blows. From everyone who has been given
much, much will be demanded; and from the
one who has been entrusted with much,
much more will be asked.

__ Luke 12: 57 “Why don’t you judge for
yourselves what is right? 58 As you are going
with your adversary to the magistrate, try
hard to be reconciled to him on the way, or
he may drag you off to the judge, and the
judge turn you over to the officer, and the
officer throw you into prison. 59 | tell you,
you will not get out until you have paid the
last penny.”

__ Luke 14: 12 Then Jesus said to his host,
“When you give a luncheon or dinner, do not
invite your friends, your brothers or relatives,
or your rich neighbors; if you do, they may
invite you back and so you will be repaid. 13
But when you give a banquet, invite the poor,
the crippled, the lame, the blind, 14 and you
will be blessed. Although they cannot repay
you, you will be repaid at the resurrection of
the righteous.”

_ Luke 14: 28 “Suppose one of you wants
to build a tower. Will he not first sit down and
estimate the cost to see if he has enough
money to complete it? 29 For if he lays the
foundation and is not able to finish it,
everyone who sees it will ridicule him, 30
saying, ‘This fellow began to build and was
not able to finish.’

Luke 14: 33 In the same way, any of you
who does not give up everything he has
cannot be my disciple.
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__ Luke 15: 8 “Or suppose a woman has
ten silver coins and loses one. Does she not
light a lamp, sweep the house and search
carefully until she finds it? 9 And when she
finds it, she calls her friends and neighbors
together and says, ‘Rejoice with me; | have
found my lost coin.” 10 In the same way, | tell
you, there is rejoicing in the presence of the
angels of God over one sinner who repents.”

_ Luke 15: 11 Jesus continued: “There
was a man who had two sons. 12 The younger
one said to his father, ‘Father, give me my
share of the estate.” So he divided his
property between them. 13 “Not long after
that, the younger son got together all he had,
set off for a distant country and there
squandered his wealth in wild living. 14 After
he had spent everything, there was a severe
famine in that whole country, and he began
to be in need. 15 So he went and hired
himself out to a citizen of that country, who
sent him to his fields to feed pigs. 16 He
longed to fill his stomach with the pods that
the pigs were eating, but no one gave him
anything. 17 “When he came to his senses, he
said, ‘How many of my father’s hired men
have food to spare, and here | am starving to
death!

“But the father said to his servants, ‘Quick!
Bring the best robe and put it on him. Put a
ring on his finger and sandals on his feet. 23

found.” So they began to celebrate. 25

30 But when this
son of yours who has squandered your
property with prostitutes comes home, you
kill the fattened calf for him!’ 31 “ ‘My son,’
the father said, ‘you are always with me, and
everything | have is yours. 32 But we had to
celebrate and be glad, because this brother of
yours was dead and is alive again; he was lost
and is found.””

__ Luke 16: Jesus told his disciples: “There
was a rich man whose manager was accused
of wasting his possessions. 2 So he called him
in and asked him, ‘What is this | hear about
you? Give an account of your management,
because you cannot be manager any longer.’
3 “The manager said to himself, “‘What shall |
do now? My master is taking away my job. I'm
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not strong enough to dig, and I’'m ashamed to
beg— 4 | know what I'll do so that, when |
lose my job here, people will welcome me
into their houses.” 5 “So he called in each one
of his master’s debtors. He asked the first,
‘How much do you owe my master?’ 6 “ ‘Eight
hundred gallons of olive oil,” he replied. “The
manager told him, ‘Take your bill, sit down
quickly, and make it four hundred.” 7 “Then
he asked the second, ‘And how much do you
owe?’ “ ‘A thousand bushels of wheat,” he
replied. “He told him, ‘Take your bill and
make it eight hundred.” 8 “The master
commended the dishonest manager because
he had acted shrewdly. For the people of this
world are more shrewd in dealing with their
own kind than are the people of the light. 9 |
tell you, use worldly wealth to gain friends for
yourselves, so that when it is gone, you will
be welcomed into eternal dwellings.

__ Luke 16: 10 “Whoever can be trusted
with very little can also be trusted with much,
and whoever is dishonest with very little will
also be dishonest with much. 11 So if you
have not been trustworthy in handling
worldly wealth, who will trust you with true
riches? 12 And if you have not been
trustworthy with someone else’s property,
who will give you property of your own?

___ Luke 16: 14 The Pharisees, who loved
money, heard all this and were sneering at
Jesus.

What is highly valued
among men is detestable in God'’s sight.

__ Luke 16: 19 “There was a rich man who
was dressed in purple and fine linen and lived
in luxury every day. 20 At his gate was laid a
beggar named Lazarus, covered with sores 21
and longing to eat what fell from the rich
man’s table. Even the dogs came and licked
his sores. 22 “The time came when the beggar
died and the angels carried him to Abraham’s
side. The rich man also died and was buried.
23 In hell, where he was in torment, he
looked up and saw Abraham far away, with
Lazarus by his side. 24 So he called to him,
‘Father Abraham, have pity on me and send
Lazarus to dip the tip of his finger in water
and cool my tongue, because | am in agony in
this fire.” 25 “But Abraham replied, ‘Son,
remember that in your lifetime you received
your good things, while Lazarus received bad
things, but now he is comforted here and you
are in agony. 26 And besides all this, between
us and you a great chasm has been fixed, so
that those who want to go from here to you
cannot, nor can anyone cross over from there
to us.” 27 “He answered, ‘Then | beg you,
father, send Lazarus to my father’s house, 28
for | have five brothers. Let him warn them,
so that they will not also come to this place of
torment.’ 29 “Abraham replied, ‘They have
Moses and the Prophets; let them listen to
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them.” 30 “ ‘No, father Abraham,’ he said,
‘but if someone from the dead goes to them,
they will repent.” 31 “He said to him, ‘If they
do not listen to Moses and the Prophets, they
will not be convinced even if someone rises
from the dead.””

_ Luke 18: 9 To some who were confident
of their own righteousness and looked down
on everybody else, Jesus told this parable: 10
“Two men went up to the temple to pray, one
a Pharisee and the other a tax collector. 11
The Pharisee stood up and prayed about
himself: ‘God, | thank you that | am not like
other men—robbers, evildoers, adulterers—
or even like this tax collector. 12 | fast twice a
week and give a tenth of all | get.” 13 “But the
tax collector stood at a distance. He would
not even look up to heaven, but beat his
breast and said, ‘God, have mercy on me, a
sinner.” 14 “I tell you that this man, rather
than the other, went home justified before
God. For everyone who exalts himself will be
humbled, and he who humbles himself will be
exalted.”

__ Luke 18: 18 A certain ruler asked him,
“Good teacher, what must | do to inherit
eternal life?” 19 “Why do you call me good?”
Jesus answered. “No one is good—except
God alone. 20 You know the commandments:
‘Do not commit adultery, do not murder, do
not steal, do not give false testimony, honor
your father and mother.”” 21 “All these | have
kept since | was a boy,” he said. 22 When
Jesus heard this, he said to him, “You still lack
one thing. Sell everything you have and give

to the poor, and you will have treasure in
heaven. Then come, follow me.” 23 When he
heard this, he became very sad, because he
was a man of great wealth.

13 So he called ten of his servants and
gave them ten minas. ‘Put this money to
work,” he said, ‘until | come back.” 14 “But his
subjects hated him and sent a delegation
after him to say, ‘We don’t want this man to
be our king.” 15 “He was made king, however,
and returned home. Then he sent for the
servants to whom he had given the money, in
order to find out what they had gained with
it.

27 But those
enemies of mine who did not want me to be
king over them—bring them here and kill
them in front of me.””

__ Luke 19: 45 Then he entered the temple
area and began driving out those who were
selling. 46 “It is written,” he said to them, “
‘My house will be a house of prayer’; but you
have made it ‘a den of robbers.””

__ Luke 20: 20 Keeping a close watch on
him, they sent spies, who pretended to be
honest. They hoped to catch Jesus in
something he said so that they might hand
him over to the power and authority of the
governor.

_ Luke 22:1 Now the Feast of Unleavened
Bread, called the Passover, was approaching,
2 and the chief priests and the teachers of the
law were looking for some way to get rid of
Jesus, for they were afraid of the people. 3
Then Satan entered Judas, called Iscariot, one
of the Twelve. 4 And Judas went to the chief
priests and the officers of the temple guard
and discussed with them how he might betray
Jesus.

Martha
served, while Lazarus was among those
reclining at the table with him. 3 Then Mary
took about a pint of pure nard, an expensive
perfume; she poured it on Jesus’ feet and
wiped his feet with her hair. And the house
was filled with the fragrance of the perfume.
4 But one of his disciples, Judas Iscariot, who
was later to betray him, objected, 5 “Why
wasn’t this perfume sold and the money given
to the poor?
